HISTORIC HIGHLIGHTS

After a fire that destroyed the store and dwelling
of George Apple in Attleboro (Penndel) in Febru-
ary of 1907, the citizens decided a fire company
was needed.

During the next few years, committees were
formed, Borough Council was involved, money
raised and by 1910, water flowed through newly
built mains.

During this period, Attleboro was renamed Eden
and in May of 2011, the Eden Fire Company #1
was established. In 1912, the name of the borough
became South Langhorne and the fire company was
renamed. In 1917, a lot was purchased on Centre
Street and the fire house was erected.

In 1948, South Langhorne became Penndel and
the Penndel Fire Company acquired the present
name. In 1965, the fire house was enlarged and a
hall built. It was named after the first president,
Thomas Weesaw.

Over the years, many pieces of apparatus and
equipment has been made available through the ex-
tensive fundraising efforts of the dedicated mem-
bers and obtaining federal and state grants.

The Penndel Fire Company is a vital part of the
Skyline Fire Association, which covers Middle-
town Township and the boroughs.

The community of Penndel is very fortunate to
have such a dedicated organization that volunteers
their time and resources to keep us safe.

Be sure to get a copy of the Centennial Book, to
be published this year, which will contain extensive
information about the company.

OFFICE OF THE FIRE MARSHALL

Somewhere in the nation, a home fire death oc-
curs approximately every three hours. More fires
occur between the hours of 10 pm and 6 am when
your family is most vulnerable.

87% of homes have smoke detectors, 23% of
these detectors do not work. 80% of fires
are in homes that do not have working
smoke detectors.

Only 25% of the families inside the
United Sates have practiced home fire drills.

This means that 75% of residents have not. This
is a staggering amount. Practicing increases your
chances of survival greatly.

Three children under the age of twenty die in
house fires every day. This amounts to 1,095 child
fire deaths every year. This does not even account
for the 4,200 critical fire injuries to children.

Even those homes with smoke detectors take
them for granted. Smoke detectors should be re-
placed every 10 years. Even with the best mainte-
nance, they just get old.

Your smoke detector monitors the
air in your home 24 hours a day. This is
every day and night! Over 10 years,
your smoke detector is on the job for
87,000 hours. At 10 years, this is a very
old electronic device. What

electronic device in your home lasts even
this long?

PENNDEL POLICE DEPARTMENT

The Penndel Police Department has gone
through many changes over the past few
years, especially the last two. We have
made enormous strides in becoming a
more professional and streamlined de-
partment. This is due to the dedication

of the officers we employ, and their dedication to
the citizens of Penndel Borough.

We have obtained numerous state and federal
grants to assist with offsetting the cost of the offi-
cer’'s salary to enforce driving under the influence,
aggressive driving, and seat belt enforcement. Due

to the extra monies, the grants have enabled Penn-

del police to proactively enforce these laws and
make the roads safer to drive. We are working with
state, and federal entities to obtain equipment and
supplies necessary to do the job with minimum, or
in some cases, no cost to the Borough of Penndel.

We are looking into partnering with Middletown
Township to form a Youth Aid Panel. This panel
would oversee juveniles that come in contact with
police as first time offenders, and instead of putting
them into the judicial system, find alternative ways
to project a positive influence into the juvenile’s
life to avoid further incidents.

As the warmer weather arrives, keep in mind
these tips to keep your family and property safe.
. Close all windows and doors and insure they

are locked before leaving the house.

If going on vacation, give notice to the police

department, and give contact information and

key holder information.

Set your lights on a timer and put your mail and

newspaper on hold.

If you see suspicious activity, please contact the

police immediately. The sooner the police are

notified, the quicker we can investigate the

situation.

We pledge to continue to uphold the laws of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and the Borough
of Penndel, with pride, honor, and vigilance.

Infiltration and Inflow (I & 1) of the Sanitary
Sewer System: Groundwater entering sanitary sew-
ers through defective pipe joints and broken pipes
is called infiltration. Water entering sanitary sewers
from inappropriate connections is called inflow.
Typical sources include roof drains, cellar drains
and yard drains.

Here in Penndel we control our | & | to try and
prevent sanitary sewer overflow (SSO). The EPA
estimates about 40000 SSO events in the US per
year. The cost was estimated be 88 billion dollar to
reduce this number in the US. For some peace of
mind, the volume of untreated sewage discharged
into the environment is about 0.01% of the total
treated sewage.

So what is Penndel doing to combat the SSO
problem?? The Borough has and is working with
the engineers at Glace and Associates to find and
repair the biggest | & | problems. We are also dis-
cusing a surge tank that will hold about two days of
flow. This will help Penndel meet the requirements
of Bucks County Water and Sewer to keep the
Philadelphia Water Department from a sanitary
sewer overflow during rainy weather.

We have been conducting a voluntary inspection
of sump pumps, vents and downspouts. Unfortu-
nately, not everyone has registered for the inspec-
tion that would help us recognize any of these prob-
lems that exist at your property.

We encourage you to call the Penndel Borough
office and make an appointment for an inspection if
you have not already done so.

multiple municipalities, or build our own individual
storage tank at the old sewer plant. The storage
tank would manage storm-related infiltration flows
by temporarily holding extra volumes of wastewa-
ter generated, and then slowly releasing the stored
volumes back into the system after increased infil-
tration flows have subsided.

The Penndel Borough sewer committee and
Council are now considering the options. Either
choice will result in costs exceeding more than a
million dollars which will require long range fi-
nancing.

It is very important that all residents pay careful
attention to the suggestions put forth by the sewer
committee as to how we all can help to reduce our
infiltration, particularly during excessive rain
events. Our future sewer rates are at stake.

QUARTERLY BILLS

Just a reminder- this quarter’s sewer and refuse
bills will be sent out in early April. There is a malil
slot in the front door of Borough Hall that can be
used anytime. Payments dropped in the slot go into
a locked box.

FERTILIZE SPARINGLY AND CARINGLY

You fertilize the lawn,
then it rains. Rain washes
the fertilizer along the curb,
into the storm drain, and di-
rectly into our rivers,
streams and lakes. This
causes algae to grow, which
uses up oxygen that fish
need to survive. If you use
fertilizer please follow the
directions and use sparingly.

SWEEP IT: Fertilizer and grass clippings left on
sidewalks and driveways wash into storm drains.
Sweep clippings and fertilizer back onto the lawn.
HIRE SMART: Select a lawn service that uses or-
ganic fertilizers or offers a slow-release nitrogen,
low or no phosphorus.

SOIL TEST: Find what you really need, if any-
thing.

BUY LOW: Choose a fertilizer with low or no
phosphorus. Most lawns have enough phosphorus.
GO SLOW: Buy an organic or slow-release fertil-
izer. Check the label. Slow release provides a
steady supply of plant nutrients over an extended
period of time.

MOW HIGH: 3 inches is a general rule. Tall grass
promotes root growth and shades out weeds. Let
grass clippings fall back into the lawn or use a
mulching mower. Fertilizer needs can be reduced
by 25% or more.

MAKE FERTILIZER-FREE ZONES: Keep fertil-
izer applications at least 25 feet from the edge of
storm drains.

Be a good neighbor.Please pay special atten-
tion to grass and weeds along curb lines and side-
walk cracks. Grass and weeds in these locations do
create unsightly conditions. Digging the weeds and
grass out and getting at the roots is far safer and
more effective than using weed killer and much
better for the environment.

SUMMER TIME IS POOL TIME

Reminder-It is illegal to discharge filter back-
wash and chlorinated water into any
storm drains. Swimming pool watg
must be dechlorinated prior to rele
ing it in the streets. Storm drains /&
not designed to remove chemicals
such as chlorine, copper and filter backwash from
pool water. Pool water has the potential of harming
aguatic life in local creeks and streams.

When cleaning pool filters, the waste materials
should be captured, bagged and thrown in the trash.
The waste material from pool filters is very danger-
ous to the environment as well.

Waste from acid washing, plastering and grout-
ing is also very harmful and should be disposed of
properly. Dispose of unwanted pool chemicals.
Many of these materials are considered hazardous
waste.

FLOOD HAZARD MAPPING

Congress has established the National Flood In-
surance Program (NFIP), administered by the Fed-
eral Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) due to the esca-
lating costs to taxpayers for
flood disaster relief. The NFIP is based on the
agreement that if a community practices sound
floodplain management, the FEMA agreement will
make flood insurance available in that community.

The flood hazard mapping process is underway
in Bucks County. The county’'s Flood Insurance
Rate Maps (FIRMS) are being revised using the
latest technologies and the most current data so
residents, business owners and community officials
may understand the local flood risk and keep peo-
ple and property safe from floods.

FROM THE STREETS COMMITTEE

We all know that spring is pothole season If
you find a pothole, please call the Borough Hall
and report it. It may take some time, but it will get
filled. If you find the pothole on a state road, the
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation has set
up a hotline for motorists to report potholes:
1-800-FIX-ROAD. With the weather in February,
potholes begin appearing with frequency, and
PENNDOT will use the hotline to patch them with
more speed and efficiency. The hotline is available
24 hours a day, seven days a week.

Looking to the future we are planning to rebuild
Cynthia Ave. in 2013. We will be looking at side-
walks and curbs before the road is rebuilt. We hope
that you have noticed new stop signs and some new
street signs. With time, we will be replacing more
signs.

We are aware the snow removal this year was
not what it should have been. But we hope you un-
derstand that, with only one truck, we truly did the
best we could. The Committee did research and
bought a new salt spreader. This helped with some
of the smaller storms and very slippery roads. We
are searching for a larger truck that is affordable
and when one is purchased, the snow removal will
improve. Thank you to all the people who moved
their cars off the streets so that we could more effi-
ciently move snow from the street. The high levels
of snow on several occasions this year caused a
number of problems for everyone.

Spring is also clean up time. Please check the
condition of the storm water sewer grates. Grated

> inlets have gratings or grids to prevent
large objects and debris from falling into
> the sewer system. However, their bars are
=— fairly widely spaced so that the flow of
water is not impeded. Consequently, many small
objects can fall through. If you find that the storm
water is backing up into the street, call the Borough
Hall to have them cleaned. This will help everyone
on the block.

To minimize storm water running in the street, a
rain garden can be planted. A rain garden is a
planted depression that allows rainwater runoff
from impervious urban areas like roofs,
driveways, walkways, parking lots and
compacted lawn areas, the opportunity to
be absorbed. If you would like more in-
formation on a rain garden, the people of
the EAC would be glad to answer any
guestions you might have.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

SPECIAL NEEDS REGISTRY

We want to remind everyone about the work of
the Bucks County Emergency Management
Agency. The agency works in partnership with the
Bucks County Health Department and the County
Commissioners to maintain th8pecial Needs
Registry for individuals who could require assis-
tance during an emergency. The agency assists
emergency responders in identifying location, ac-
cessibility issues and mobility requirements.

This is a free, voluntary and strictly confidential
program for those individuals with physical or cog-
nitive limitations, language barriers or lack of
transportation that could present difficulties during
an evacuation.

Individuals (or caregivers on their behalf) are
able to register electronically by accessing
www.specialneedspa.grgor contacting Penndel
Borough Hall at 215-757-5152 or the county EMA
office at 215-340-8700.

If you live alone and would like to be on a confi-
dential list for the Penndel Police Department &
emergency management, please call Karen at Bor-
ough Hall, 215-757-5152. Registering enables us
to get in touch with a relative or friend if there are
concerns, or to respond to an inquiry. Also, if you
know you will be away or in the hospital for a
length of time, you can notify the Borough so we
can respond to calls from concerned neighbors and
also the police can keep an eye on your home.

PLAN ON DIGGING?
Before you pick up your shovel, pick up your
phone and call the PA One Call System at (800)
242-1776 or 811. PA One Call must be
notified at least 3 working days before
anyone, including contractors and
homeowners, dig anywhere-in back-
yards, along streets, or in vacant lots.
It's not only a safety precaution, it is
the law. PA One Call will notify the various utili-
ties to prevent any digging from damaging or rup-
turing the lines. This service is free for residential
customers.

Our inspection officers can help home-
owners avoid problems with contractors as well as
be sure proper materials and methods are up to
code.

PENNSYLVANIA PROPERTY TAX OR
RENT REBATE PROGRAMS

The Penndel Borough tax collector reports the
following information about rebate programs.

The filing deadline for the Pennsylvania Prop-
erty Tax rebate is June 30th, 2011, and the filing
deadline for the Neshaminy School District Tax
Rebate is June 15, 2011.

These property tax and rent rebate programs
benefit eligible Pennsylvanians age 65 and older,
widows and widowers age 50 and older and people
with disabilities age 18 and older.

The Neshaminy School District income eligibil-
ity is $19,999 and the rebate amount is $650.
