VISITORS
Dan Stevens – 560 Main Street – He noted that he spoke to Virginia Savage and that the Borough received the paperwork for another Streetscape Enhancement Grant for $8,000.00.  He stated that he and Herb Pfeiffer worked on the grant, and that it is like the last Streetscape Grant, whereas we can use the Streetscape Project as a match so we do not have to put up anymore money.  The three things listed are:  1.  3 panel kiosk sign down at the trailhead; we can probably get a match from the D&L Corridor to pay for half, 2.  low slate planter and shrubs to protect the new trailhead sign, and 3.  new banners on the General Morgan Bridge.  He asked Council’s permission to pursue getting prices and working on these items.  President Freed stated that the Main Street Initiative Grant is a reimbursement grant and this grant can be done right away because the Streetscape Project is finished.  He asked which project will be started first.  Mr. Stevens noted that they have quotes for everything but the planters, and by receiving money for the kiosk from the D&L this will enable them to use the extra money for the planters.  Council gave their approval to start working on the projects.      
Jeffrey Hausman – 649 Lehigh Avenue, Palmerton, PA – Repairs to the Vigilant Floors – He noted that Robert Stettner was handing out an updated bid to replace the tiles in the meeting room and the downstairs hall.  When the contractor torn up the floor it was discovered that quite a bit of mold was under the tiles, due to water damage 2-3 years ago.  He suggested that is should be taken care of right away due to health issues.  They went with the bid and had it scheduled to be repaired.  They are wondering if perhaps the Borough would help to pay some of the bill.  President Freed noted that they probably would, but would need all of Council present to make a decision.
Robert Stettner – 44 South Walnut Street – Regarding the Arts Fest Mr. Stettner noted that the food vendors, who set up in the 600 block of Main Street previously used electric from the owners of properties on either side of the lot.  He is requesting if it would be possible for the Borough to install a receptacle inside the box below the meter located in the parking lot.  John Bolton was instructed to check into this matter.

Mr. Stettner also mentioned the situation at the Walnut Street Playground.  He noted that the playground had been shut down for two weeks in May, due to vandalism.  At their last Parks and Recreation Meeting the idea of possibly installing cameras and tying into the Police system was discussed and met with favorable response.  He suggested that 

perhaps Council could form a committee consisting of the Police Chief, Mayor, Mr.
Hoffman (Public Safety Committee) and himself to see if it’s feasible and the cost.

It was also suggested possibly upgrading the Police system from VHS to DVR and find
 out if there might be a possible recreational grant out there for this.
