MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Councilor Burek requested the following corrections: that it be mentioned in the minutes of the Water/Sewer/Highway Workshop Meeting on Page 3 that an apology was offered to a visitor Ms. Bryant; in the Finance Workshop Meeting on Page 1 Item 4 the word should be no, not the word not; in the Regular Council Meeting Page 2 the 6th sentence from the top the word should be then, not the word than and also to correct the word to equitable in the second last line.  Councilor Burek also noted that on Page 8 of the Regular Minutes the second line should read “this should be addressed at the next Highway Workshop Meeting, not the Sewer Workshop Meeting and Vice-President Reed stated that recycling is part of Sewer/Solid Waste and is correct as originally stated.  Councilor Burek suggested that the Minutes be scanned and e-mailed to the Council members the Wednesday before the Council Meeting so they can look over them and e-mail back to the office staff any corrections, so when they are presented the night of the meeting the only thing needed will be the motion to approve all the meetings’ minutes to save time.  Vice-President Reed made a motion seconded by Councilor Burek to approve the Regular Council Meeting of March 14, and the Workshop Meetings of March 21 and 28, 2011 with the above requested corrections.  President Freed declared the motion passed following a Voice Vote, All Ayes, Nays None.   
COURTESY OF THE FLOOR (Agenda and Non-Agenda Items)

Agenda Items:

Melvin Gildner – 528 Pine Street – Mr. Gildner once again explained how and why he gave the
wrong information that was given to him by the office staff at the Palmerton Borough office.  He also again addressed the questions concerning his involvement with the development of the Chestnut Hill property in Washington Township.  He suggested to Vice-President Reed that 

instead of checking up on him and watching him that he (Mr. Reed) should pay attention to his blighted properties.  He inquired about his request for copies of the tenant registration forms and was once again reminded by President Freed that he was told what to do concerning his request for these forms.  Mr. Gildner then proceeded to express his feelings about how he and his wife that when they love something so much how they support it.  He commented about the fact that some people come only once or twice, read letters than prance out of here and that if they do care they should attend more meetings and express their opinions and give more support.  At this point, President Freed interrupted Mr. Gildner and informed him that if he was referring to Mr. Altrichter and Mr. Haydt  that they had done more for the town than Mr. Gildner could ever do in his life.  Councilor Hoffman also noted Mr. Gildner’s little speech putting down people who don’t have the time or the ability or willingness to come and sit for 5 hours 3 times a month, Councilor Hoffman than proceeded to ask Mr. Gildner what he thought of Mr. White’s article in the Morning Call and he stated that he felt the truth had been told and as a taxpayer he felt it woke some people up.  He also asked Mr. Gildner whether he finally had the correct information about Palmerton’s billing and asked him to explain it and Mr. Gildner noted he could not because he did not fully understand it.  Councilor Burek noted that she had a copy of Palmerton’s ordinance and once she could get into the Borough office she would make them all a copy.
Shirley Wagner – 1026 Oakhurst Drive – Ms. Wagner submitted her plumbing bill for the installation of the check valve and asked when she would be reimbursed.  Councilor Burek stated that they would be discussing this issue in the meeting and would she please work with her on this.

Mike Frit zinger – 1038 Oakhurst Drive - Mr. Fritzinger also inquired about the situation on Oakhurst Drive and when it will be taken care of.
Brian Sell – 236 South Walnut Street – Mr. Sell expressed his concerns and his extreme disapproval with both Ronca and SSM on the repair work done to his sidewalks which he feels is now causing the problem of water in his basement, which he never had before.  He became very angry and vocal toward Mr. Dicker and he accused the engineers of destroying his property and felt that since the taxpayers pay the bills they should be getting satisfaction, which they feel they are not and that he will get his own engineer to evaluate the situation.  He became very verbal and was told by both Chief Rachman and President Freed to calm down.  Mr. Dicker of SSM tried to explain that it is not the engineer’s problem, that they and the contractors did was required of them.  Mr. Sell stated that since the sewer project the water runs around the storm drains not into them and comes over the sidewalk into the yard and into his basement and also noted that other people on Walnut Street are experiencing the same issues.  Councilor Burek noted that she had notes that stated that Mr. Keck had contacted Mr. Sell about the situation and that when they came out to see Mr. Sell his attitude became so hostile that the contractors and engineer walked away and she stated that he was welcomed to get his own engineer.  Mr. Sell stated that he felt the people have not been treated fairly.

Non-Agenda Items:

Bekki Baumann – 314 Kern Street – Ms. Baumann expressed her concerns and curiosity about the website and what is true and not true.  She questioned Vice-President Reed about his blighted properties and he responded by noting that the building in question is down and that the letters are true but the way they are presented is not and he will be glad to sit down with her and explain it all to her.  He inquired of her why she would read something that is not signed and she noted that she was curious and is trying to get to the truth.  She questioned Councilor Hoffman about the large donation to NOVA because of the situation that the Borough is currently in.  Councilor Hoffman explained NOVA, all the members and what they donate to
belong to NOVA and the amount the Borough gives is a lot less than if the Borough had to 

purchase their own ambulance.  Her next question concerned the $44,000.00 forgiveness loan to the Vigilant Fire Company.  Vice-President Reed informed her and everyone present that the Borough owns the building and they felt that the fire company should not have to pay twice for the same thing.  He noted that the Vigilant building was built by the department themselves, all done by local people.  They installed new windows and did other repairs to the Borough’s building and organization expenses of the building are budgeted in.  President Freed than informed Ms. Baumann that she exceeded her 5 minute limit by an additional 5 minutes and would need to stop.
Chad Trego – 403 East Church Street – Mr. Trego questioned if the number of apartments in the Borough has finally been arrived at and Vice-President Reed stated that he and 2 other council members had numbers, but there are others out there also.  Interim Borough Secretary Susan Guedes explained about the numbers and the misunderstanding between which numbers they wanted and noted that there are about 1,077 apartments.  After a brief explanation about how the numbers should be arrived at, it was determined that there are from 480 – 500+ of rental units that are not being billed for utilities.
Ed Ziegler – 214 North Walnut Street – Mr. Ziegler signed in to speak, but noted that he wanted to wait till later and President Freed noted that this is not how it is set up on the agenda and if he wishes to speak he should do so at this designated time.

MAYOR’S/POLICE CHIEF’S REMARKS
Mayor Niedermeyer noted that he represented the Borough on March 23rd at the Lehigh County
Mayor’s Meals on Wheels Meeting and helped the Chief with residents’ complaints.  Chief Rachman
informed the Council that prior to the past weekend there was criminal mischief involving someone
spray painting on cars, keying and such.  He suggested that residents keep their outside lights on, keep their cars locked and parked close to their home and not in the dark.

1. SEWER BACKUP ISSUES ON OAKHURST DRIVE - There was a discussion 
      concerning the property owners on Oakhurst Drive who were impacted with
      sewage in their basements from the last storm.  At the last Workshop Meeting
      Councilor Hallman and Vice-President Reed suggested that they have check 
      valves installed and that the Borough will reimburse them each no more than 
      $500.00.  Councilor Burek noted that this is only a temporary fix to the problem

      and also mentioned that there are 6 people who are involved for a total of

      $3,000.00 and since the money is coming from the Sewer Budget the Borough 
      should consider going after the liens that have been placed against 
      properties for non-payment of utilities and collect some of those outstanding
      liens.

      discussed at the Sewer Workshop Meeting for those homeowners that were
      listed at the meeting for a check valve installation.

              4. LETTER TO HOME OWNERS CONCERNING SEWER HOOKUP ISSUES – Councilor

                  Burek presented a draft letter to the Council which was prepared by Attorney Healy

                  addressing the sewer hookup issues in the Maple Spring Drive area.  After she suggested

                  that paragraphs 2 and 3 be reversed, Councilor Burek made a motion seconded by Councilor
                  Hoffman to authorize the letter be sent out to all the residents with the requested change,

                  in Maple Spring Acres and parts of Diamond St, Kuehner Avenue, Snyder Avenue, 

                  Center Street, Union Street, Pine Street, Charles Street and Woodlawn Avenue.

He feels they should be signed by the Water and Sewer

chairs and they should also arrange handling of the postings.  He stated that he felt his help was not

not appreciated.  At this time President Freed volunteered to sign the letters and perhaps Linda Nails
and some of the crew could handle the postings.
