Attorney Healy was asked about this situation and he noted that it is up to the Council President to decide who talks at the meetings, and since there were no objections at the time of the meeting and the comments were made publically they must be included.   Councilor Hallman made a motion seconded by Councilor Stevens to approve the Meeting Minutes with no corrections to either meeting. COURTESY OF THE FLOOR (Agenda and Non-Agenda Items)

Agenda Items:

Harold Holtzer – 215 Fifth Street – expressed his concerns about water issues on his property and when they did the storm sewer drain project that it was not installed properly.  He made some suggestions
as to how they should be fixed.

Daniel Sell – 259 South Walnut Street – he noted that he was speaking for himself and on George

Haas’s behalf concerning problems with a neighbor. 

Robert Stettner – 106 South Walnut Street – He presented a check to the Borough in the amount of $1,000.00 from the Vigilant Fire Company as a donation to help cover the costs of the new air 

conditioning unit that was placed at the Vigilant Fire Company, and he also on behalf of the fire company thanked Mr. Ed Ziegler for his help in removing and putting in the new unit using his crane.
Louis Yurasits – 207 Union Street – noted that he was absent from the last meeting and he wanted to

know why the decision on the hiring of the ACO was done in secret.  Councilor Stevens, Vice-President

Reed and President Freed noted it was not done in secret, it was discussed in Executive Session and

voted in public.  He was just curious why someone who did not have the abilities to do the job, as 
compared to someone who has the credentials was picked.

Art Grammes – 1313 Pin Oak Lane – noted that he had received water in his basement Sunday morning and that his insurance would not cover it.  He stated that it smelled like sewage and asked about a check valve, like the other people received from the Borough on Oakhurst Drive.  They asked him if

he saw where it came from and he said toilet/shower drain plug, in one of the closets, the cleanout
and the foundation.  Vice-President Reed noted that he spent the following day with the crew on his

street popping manhole by manhole beginning at the bottom of Oakhurst Drive, and noted that several on Pin Oak had large steady flows of clear water coming out of their laterals.  Mr. Grammes noted that he has lived there forever and has never had this happen before.  Vice-President Reed noted that water is

getting into the sewer laterals because of the heavy flows causing sewer backups in residents’ homes

and that it has been going on too long and needs to be corrected.  They need to send out the letters

to residents who have broken/leaking laterals and must be fixed.  He also explained that the $500.00

was given to the residents on Oakhurst Drive because they are at the lowest part of the system and

get the sewer backup.  As for his request for the check valve, it will be tabled until they check and see

how many others were affected again, and if he had sewer backup.

Mel Gildner – 528 Pine Street – He inquired as to what credentials did candidate #3 have that #1 didn’t have that impressed the persons who made the decision concerning the ACO.  Vice-President Reed
noted that is a personnel matter and is only discussed in Executive Session and President Freed agreed.
Councilor Hallman asked Chief Rachman if she is doing a decent job and the Chief replied “so far,

so good”.  Mr. Gildner than inquired about the status of the sewer hookup inspections and asked if all

the houses have been checked and President Freed noted that it is a process.  Vice-President Reed

noted that he had seen Mr. Gildner’s lateral and it appears that it is in need of repair, that there are

roots in it and Mr. Gildner said okay.  He asked at this point if they are strictly up in that area and

stated that everyone’s basement needs to be inspected and checked, to which both Vice-President

Reed and President Freed noted that this area is the one that needs immediate action and needs to

be fixed and noted that it is called prioritizing and asked if he heard the complaints by the residents.  Vice-President Reed noted that most of the town has been smoke tested and that the letters to the residents must go out soon.

Brian Sell – 235 South Walnut Street – He inquired about his video and Councilor Burek stated that she gave it to Mr. Pendzick, he reviewed it and gave it to Attorney Healy.  They both noted they had watched it and it was storm water running over the curb, down the property.  Attorney Healy stated

that perhaps they should look into developing some type of storm water drainage system throughout the town, which is a big budget item.  Councilor Hoffman inquired about an issue with performance bonds with the people who did the work, because obviously the work was not done appropriately.  Attorney

Healy stated that several sources he checked into noted that the work that was done to dig up or line the sewer piping in this area left the condition of the land in as good a condition as it was before the digup

and Mr. Pendzick stated that the issue here is the roadway crest is higher than the curbing which causes

the water to run over.  Vice-President Reed stated that Bracalente Construction came to a workshop meeting and he told us he was paid and it was in his specs to mill a 1-1/2” off along the curb and he did nothing to the crown in the center; put a 1-1/2” back on along the curb line.  It was noted that if they had more curbing along it might help the situation.  He said that they would like to see the video prior to when the work was done.  Chief Rachman stated that the storm sewer drains are too low.  Mr. Sell

believes that the water coming in is a combination of both sidewalks.  He asked Vice-President Reed

about the specs and Bryon says he has them for him.  Attorney Healy noted that to make any claims on

performance bonds we have to have some articulate proof that the condition was worsened by this

particular contractor and Brian Sell stated that the people never had this problem before Ronca worked

on the sewer lines.  He requested that they do test digs to check if they put stones down as was required by the specs, and was told that this will be looked into.

Chad Trego – 403 East Church Street – he also inquired about the appointment of the ACO and was

told as was stated earlier that Council is not obligated to speak about subjects discussed in Executive

Session and when asked about Ms. Krum not getting the position was told it is a personnel issue.

Councilor Burek replied that we can discuss the way we voted because we are here to represent the

taxpayers and you can ask me why I voted the way I did and she will be happy to share it with him and perhaps he should reformulate his question to which Mr. Trego noted “isn’t that asking the same

question in a different way”?  President Freed said he would have to think about it and defer it to the

solicitor.  Attorney Healy stated that any elected member can discuss why he voted the way he did in 

public and that Mr. Trego is well within his rights to ask the Council what was their individual and collective reasoning for selecting the candidate they did.  He also noted the Sunshine Act allows him to make public comment and the act does not obligate them to supply an answer to his question.  At this time, Councilor Hallman offered his reason stating that he didn’t do it because he knows Buzzy and that he knows lots of people in Slatington and that it did not factor into his decision.  He felt the person he

chose was the best person for this position and he asked Chief Rachman if that position can be simplified to a simple dog/cat catcher or does it extend farther beyond that to which Chief Rachman

noted that 99.9% of the job is we collect the animals, we take them to our temporary shelter, contact
the ACO.  They follow protocol, advertise, wait an appropriate amount of time and than take them down 

to the sanctuary.  Councilor Hoffman stated that he was not present at the interviews, but was somewhat surprised when he heard the outcome, however he also noted that Ms. Prutzman is doing a phenomenal
job and that she is the best of the 4 that have been ACO’s since he has been on Council.  Mr. Trego

noted that he is not trying to make an issue or create a conflict and has nothing against Ms. Prutzman.

Councilor Burek noted that she was also disappointed because she felt that they weren’t choosing by

salary, but by the qualifications and she felt that Ms. Krum had the best qualifications.

Bekki Baumann – 314 Kern Street – She noted that at the previous Council Meeting in July she had

made two accusations against the office staff concerning her request for a permit for a dumpster.  It

was noted that she thought that one of the office staff never followed up with the request and also

denied her request, but when she brought her contractor into the office to substantiate her claims he

could not identify either of the office staff as the person he had spoken to.  She stated that she would publically like to apologize for her accusations.  She also just wanted to acknowledge to Buzzy
Rabenold that she knows his daughter, son and future daughter-in-law and she likes them all very much

and hopes that what she has to say has nothing to do with Stephanie.  She just thought that the other

individual was more qualified, was nothing personal or against Stephanie, and President Freed noted
that appearances can be deceiving.

Ed Ziegler – 102 Chestnut Street – he again mentioned several locations where street lights are out
and about the flags that are missing from the bridge, to which both Councilor Stevens and Vice-President Reed noted that they do not have enough flags.  He also noted that too much grit is getting
into the Sewer Plant and Councilor Burek noted that this issue along with other issues will be 
discussed at tonight’s meeting.  He again mentioned the Federal Surplus out at Harrisburg and how

beneficial it would be to have the crew check into various items they have for sale.

At this time Councilor Burek asked about the Board of Health Meetings, noting that they advertised

4 meetings for this year and when are they going to live up to their obligations.  Vice-President Reed

suggested that she contact Mr. Joe Bechtel and also noted that when an incident arises they come out

and investigate.  She asked Attorney Healy that if a meeting is advertised and is not held isn’t someone 

obligated to be here to say we don’t have a quorum and he stated no, no legal requirement, however

to conduct business the meeting must be advertised first.

2. Councilor Hoffman noted that Lehigh Valley Hospital was insured as an 

additional liability for 4 days for the ATV which was taken by the Fire Department up to the Pocono Raceway.  He noted that there were no additional charges to the Borough and that both race officials and the doctors were thrilled with the vehicle and their participation.
3. Councilor Hoffman explained the ACO Ms. Prutzman’s problem of getting 

rid of felines, noting that Ms. Jones of Haafsville cannot take them because they are full.  She is making calls to find places and he is waiting for a call from the owner of the Lehigh County Humane Society.  He is also working on getting a price contract for Lehigh County Humane Society, they being the only one licensed shelter that can accept stray dogs, but that it will be costly.  It was suggested that they check with other boroughs about how they handle their strays and that the Borough cannot foster out stray dogs.

4. Councilor Hoffman noted that he wanted to compliment our Fire Department for their participation at the plastics fire which was in Plainfield Township.  He stated that they pumped water for 13-1/2 hours filling tanker truckers.
5. Councilor Stevens inquired about the status of both tanker and the ladder

truck, both of which are being repaired, and Councilor Hoffman noted that there is an issue with KME and the insurance company over transportation to have the 
tanker put on a machine to verify the frame, and they are waiting for parts for the ladder truck.

Public Works Department using the brush truck for flushing, stating that since the Fire Department is down to only one engine besides the ladder truck they must use the brush truck and the Fire Chief should be notified when they take the truck.      Fuels monies for 2011-2012 and also noted that we did not get any CDBG funds for 2011.  
                 He noted that we may use Walnutport’s crack sealing machine and all we would need is to
                 buy the materials.

At this time there was a discussion concerning the flooding on Scout House Road and Chestnut Street where the road was peeled up and the warehouse that had quite a bit of damage.  Vice-President Reed 

spoke about the residents up on Oakhurst Drive and Shadow Oaks Lane who sustained sewer backup

again in their basements and that he and Councilor Hallman and the crew came out to inspect the properties.  They popped manholes, spoke to residents, some who never had water before in their basements.  He mentioned about the storm sewer drain issues on Oakhurst Drive (they are in the lowest level) and again stated that the letter must be sent to the residents concerning their broken/leaking sewer laterals.  Councilor Burek stated that Authority Chairman Phillips had recently asked Mr. Bolton to provide this report to the Authority.  Vice-President Reed stated that they had found a manhole

up on High Point Lane (which is in the township) but is hooked into the Borough’s sewer line which has

a major amount of water going into our sewer line.   It was noted that a test port which they inspected (located in a low area) did not have a cap, was not sealed located at the corner of Arbor Lane and Shadow Oaks Lane.  There was also a house that they could not get the camera down because the hole is too small.  Vice-President Reed questioned what Ronca did after they finished the sewer job and he requested to see the tape that Ronca had taken.  There were more issues they encountered and Attorney Healy suggested that they set up a plan to identify all the sources of the problems, prioritize it and decide
 if they want to delegate time for the engineer and solicitor to help with the problems.  It was decided that a committee should be set up to address both the sewer lateral issues and the storm sewer issues.  Councilor Hallman made a motion seconded by Councilor Burek to appoint Vice-President Reed and Councilor Hoffman to spear head the sewer project committee and to initiate the procedure to prioritize the worst-case matters involving I/I.
