EXECUTIVE SESSION – None at this time

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS – Councilor Stevens noted that in the minutes of the February 14th Council Meeting under Visitor Section when Jason Breidiner spoke it should be noted “that in order to be placed on the Borough’s insurance policy, the Borough must own the building’ and under the CDBG Grant section the statement should be added “at an amount not to exceed $2500.00”.  Councilor Burek noted that in the Workshop Meeting on Feb. 21 the word insulating should be corrected to read insulting and at the Workshop Meeting on Feb. 28 it should be corrected to denote that Paul Hoffman was absent.  Councilor Hoffman made a motion seconded by Councilor Burek to approve the February 14th Council Meeting Minutes and the February 21st and

28th Workshop Meeting Minutes.   President Freed declared the motion passed following a Voice Vote, all Ayes, Nays None.
COURTESY OF THE FLOOR (Agenda and Non-Agenda Items)

Agenda Items:

At this time several residents who reside on Oakhurst Drive were there to explain their problem with the sewer backup that occurred on Thursday March 10, 2011 during a heavy rain storm:  David Walker – 1048 Oakhurst – sewerage in basement, has happened several times, Mike Fritzinger/Karl Klotz – 1038 Oakhurst – had 2 feet of sewerage in his finished basement, the valve blew and water/sewerage was shooting up into his fireplace, William Follweiler – 1035 Oakhurst – same issues (several times), Shirley Wagner – 1026 Oakhurst – water coming up through her shower in the basement.  Carl Dicker of SSM noted that extraneous water is getting into the private laterals and causing the backups, and Vice-President Reed stated 

that since the main laterals have been fixed the system is really tight and so the water now is getting into the basements and private laterals.  Attorney Healy noted that they need to identify the source and determine what needs to be done and who is responsible.  He also noted that this issue needs to be referred to the Sewer Committee and Councilor Burek stated that the collection system is not the Sewer Committee’s responsibility but the Highway’s.  It was then
stated that the collection system is part of the Sewer Plant.  The residents then questioned what will be done to correct this problem and who is going to pay for the damages to their homes.  The Council decided that there will need to be inspections and televising done to Maple Spring Acres homes to determine who possibly may have illegal hookups such as sump pumps into the sewer system.  Councilor Burek requested that the Board of Health be notified to go up to these residents’ homes and check out the situation and she asked if the people could come to the next Sewer Workshop Meeting on March 21.
Melvin Gildner – 528 Pine Street – Mr. Gildner once again asked Council what they have done about the water/sewer billing issues. and that even if we only have 400 – 500 additional apartments to bill, it would still be generating more revenue for the Borough.

Non-Agenda Items:   

Christy Haydt – 711 Williams Avenue, Walnutport, PA – Mr. Haydt noted that he is a taxpayer citizen who owes a business in Slatington and that he was here to express his concerns and disappointment and his opinion concerning the unsigned website which attacked the Council members and the lack of character of the people who have developed this site, who decided to smear, and embarrass the people whom they may disagree with.  He mentioned the situation concerning the dismissal of the former Manager Mr. Pfeiffer, Mr. Reed’s property and the ridiculous conspiracy theories attached to these issues and that he will not discuss any of these items.  He mentioned about the remark made by another Council Member questioning Mr. Hallman’s ability to handle the Borough finances because he had filed for bankruptcy and when this individual was asked if they regretted making that remark, they answered no.  Mr. Haydt asked this individual if they had ever filed for bankruptcy and that person said yes and asked if he wanted to know why, and Mr. Haydt replied no, but the individual proceeded to explain why.  Mr. Haydt asked if that wasn’t being a little bit hypocritical, no matter what the reason.  He also read the decision statement from the Ethic’s Board concerning an issue involving Vice-President Reed, which exonerated Mr. Reed.  Mr. Haydt suggested that perhaps all of this should stop and that they should try to work together.
Ed Ziegler – 214 North Walnut Street – he asked that when Council puts a motion on the floor and before it is voted upon, shouldn’t the public be allowed to ask questions/comments.  President Freed noted that these issues are discussed first at the Workshop Meetings which are public and that is when the public should be asking questions.
George Moyer – 231 Main Street – Mr. Moyer thanked both Vice-President Reed and Councilor Hallman for getting him new sidewalks.  He also mentioned about Councilor Stevens’ concern about the seniors at the Hi-Rises rather than the taxpayers. 

Chad Trego – 403 East Church Street – He noted that when Ronca did the sewer lining on his street there was a mound of macadam at the bottom of his driveway and they did not replace it and it is causing a problem of water run-off.  Carl Dicker of SSM will have Ronca have a look at it.
Salvatore Buffa – 102-104 Main Street & 662 Main Street – he asked about the water billing issue and expressed his concerns about the effect on the rental units.  Councilor Burek explained about the changes to the water billing rates and noted that they feel it should be equitable to everyone in the community and also expressed her views about the benefits landlords receive that homeowners do not and that the rate changes could generate more 
revenue for the Borough.  Mr. Buffa expressed his views about the rental problems and issues in Slatington and his feelings about his finances as a landlord and that the Borough should consider the landlords and their problems and situations.  
Brian Sell – 235 South Walnut Street – He informed Council that with the storm last Thursday for the first time ever he had water in his basement and since the sewer project was done it changed the flow of the ground water and it is coming through his wall, his sidewalk is cracked and the catch basins are too high and the water runs around the basins and storm drains.  Councilor Burek noted that she will have Ronca check on this problem.

At this time, Vice-President Reed questioned about the comment by Councilor Burek at the Workshop Meeting, when she asked John Bolton if he was here as a borough employee or as a concerned citizen, and if he was a concerned citizen and since he does not reside or own property in the Borough than according to the Sunshine Act 10.1 he would not be allowed to speak. 6. REVIEW/DISCUSSION OF LITTERING ORDINANCE NO. 619 – Councilor Burek
expressed her idea that by applying a fine to this ordinance it would generate more

revenue for the Borough.

Vice-President Reed noted that we should watch

the numbers for this project closely due to the fact that when the bids came in the cost was almost

twice as much as what we budgeted for.
