WATER
Eldon Roberts – Chairman; Members:  Bryon Reed, Kris Burek

VISITORS 
Louis Yurasits – 207 Union Street questioned how the landlords charge their renters for water/sewer and Chairman Burek noted that every lease is different and she believes that most are billed into their rent.  He asked if there are 4 units, is the landlord getting only 1 minimum bill for water/sewer for the 4 units and Councilor Burek stated yes and then noted that the rates drop down to the cheaper rates for usage over 8,000 gallons.  President Freed noted that he would need to ask the landlords how they collect their monies from the tenants.  Mr. Yurasits noted that it appears as if the tenants are getting a free ride, while the residents have to pay a minimum. 

Bonnie Nichols – 104 North Second Street stated that she was told that the Borough would be digging on their property and she was inquiring for what reason.  She was told that the Borough will be installing new water lines at Trout Creek, starting in July.  Councilor Hallman stated that he and Vice-President Reed will be visiting them to explain the project and the Borough’s right-of-way rights.
Chairman Roberts noted that the swimming pool is filled, as requested.

            Sewer/Water Ordinance Amendments – Chairman Burek stated that Attorney

            Healy prepared this amendment to address the issue of customers who do not

            get water but sewer service, who do not pay their sewer bills and who may have

            had liens filed against them.  This ordinance will note how the Borough can get 

            back their monies from these individuals.  She noted that this Ordinance will be

 
placed on the July 11, 2011 Council Meeting Agenda for review and action.
Chairman Burek complimented Robert Herzog Jr. a borough crewman for the good job he did at the Sewer Treatment Plant where he cut the grass.

HIGHWAY
Bryon Reed – Chairman; Members:  Eldon Roberts, Kris Burek – Due to Chairman Reed’s absence, Council President Freed conducted the Highway Meeting
VISITORS:

Chad Trego – 403 East Church Street expressed his thanks to the road crew for putting the garbage cans back up on East Church Street and noted that they were very securely attached to prevent possible tampering with them again.
Brian Sell – 235 South Walnut Street again expressed his concerns about the water problem in his basement and the water coming up over the curb and onto the sidewalk.

He questioned why Ronca did not put the curb back the way it was, and stated that before the water would go down the street and into the storm drains.  At this time, Mr. Sell asked permission of the committee to view the video he had taken on May 23, 2011 to show the problems.  Several questions arose about the pitch of the paved street and the water coming down Hill Street.  Mr. Sell suggested that the video be shown to the contractors involved with the street paving and sidewalk/curb replacements and Chairman Burek asked when he would be available for this.  She also requested a copy of the video which she will present at the next Borough Authority Meeting.    

Daniel Sell – 259 South Walnut Street addressed the committee on behalf of Mrs. Schneck who resides at 205 South Walnut Street.  He noted that she has lived there for over 50 years and has never had a problem with water in her basement.

  Letter – Concerned citizen – parking on South Walnut Street – President Freed 

              read this letter concerning parking issues especially in front of a garage at 204
              South Walnut Street and it was suggested that the Police Chief be contacted and

              have this situation looked into. It was noted that there is a No Parking sign there.

Ed Ziegler – South Walnut Street quoted some charges for water and garbage pickups back in 1954 and 1985.  He also again reminded that Borough that because they do not have a Recycling Ordinance with the county that they are losing revenue and possible grant money.  Councilor Burek again questioned who would enforce it and Mr. Ziegler stated both the police and the Ordinance Enforcement Officer.  He noted that we would not have to have the attorney do up an ordinance, but that Lehigh County has one already and all we need do is sign the ordinance and become a member.  Daniel Sell stated that his neighbor had items made of metal stolen from his yard and that an individual in a white Hyundai is driving around and stealing the metal and cans from people’s yards and properties.  He also mentioned the fire truck accident and that there is still no Community Center!

There were no further questions from the committee members, other Council members or 
the public and so the Highway Committee Meeting was adjourned.
